














representative government is transformed into a fraud. 
Congress must act on this issue in two ways. 
Congress must enact laws which prescribe procedures to 

be followed by the federal courts in all complaints sub­
mitted alleging substantial irregularities in the conduct of 
an election, specifying mandatory reruns of elections for 
all cases in which a reconstruction of the votes actually 
cast cannot be made, and felony convictions must be 
desired by Congress for instances of either willful tam­
pering or substantial negligence by all persons engaged in 
preparing or supervising election procedures, whether or 
not such tampering or negligence affects the outcome of 
the election. 

Congress must include this issue as a key test issue in 
the exercise of its authorities in passing on the 
qualifications of nominees for appointment to the federal 
courts and relevant positions within the federal ad­
ministration. 

If the incoming Congress accomplishes these measures 
during calendar year 1979, it will go down in history as one 
of our nation's greatest legislative sessions. 

There are other things to be done, of course, but these 
seven categories of action are, without question, the 
priorities.

Whereas, 
An epidemic of vote fraud has been experienced in the United States, ironically enough, since Watergate. Charges of 

fraud at every level of elections up to and including the presidential have been made and insufficiently investigated. In 
such an environment the democratic right to choose representatives is threatened; and 

Whereas, 
The people of the Seventh Congressional District of Maryland chose Debra Hanania Freeman as their congressional 

representative because she is a strong voice for U.S. participation in the economic development potential embodied in 
the new European Monetary System, and because she is committed to halting the proliferation of drug abuse that 
threatens to destroy our youth. 

Therefore, 
We urge the House of Representatives of the United States to seat Debra Hanania Freeman as the representative of 

the Seventh Congressional District of Maryland and to initiate a full and searching investigation of the election in that 
district and of her charges of conspiracy to commit widespread vote fraud. 
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
