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ThE "personality" boy immediately contac~ed Fraser in 'Phila. and Lawrence 
in D.C. - who presumably were in consultation with N.Y. They agreed with my 
perspGctive of no public activities until the two "separate but equal locals 
were revnited. N.Y. then sent a 3rd fool to buttress this renegade local and, 
finally, head Bavarian Fraser himself. 

At the National Conference I presented a paper describing these events. , 
Uith the cat out of the bag, the immediate culprits copping the 5th p Lyn, 

who had alloHed this fantastic situation to develop, covered himself with some 
irresponsible garbage about Kaufman's difficult personality (when queried 
later, his rationale was that I drive Carol up the wall every time she saw me, 
so it logically follows that there must be something basicaly wrong with me.), 
But proposed that a committee of Fraser, Boyd, and Kaufman oversee the 'unity 
of the two groups within tho month. Carried unanimously by the Natior~ Conference. 

Fraser, Turner and Nary were to dis:,bey this directive but we finally found 
a unity, in this first victory over the Fraserites o 

Several months later, the lone survivor of this clique had formed a secret 
edl'~ational to regroup an anti-Kaufman faction. 

Per,er, l\1aryand Art and Alice Leaderman were all recruited through these 
factions before they joined LoCo 

Pefoer and Leaderman were to form an organizational faction to wrest 
lepdersrLp to themselves. 

DurLn3 this period (as I've catalogued in provious papers) numerous 
unT .rinclJled and dastructiV8 acts occurred.

Efforts to 
orE 3.nizc n'3N contacts or nembers VIere most actively discouraged~ I was 
preventei:rom speaking or introducing resolutions at numerous meetings, 
~ullicly embarrassed~ shouted down p made tho subject of whispor campaigns 
ane the butt of derisive laughter. 

All this, of course p was interspersed with the local's obediently 
following Lynrs "suggestion" that I be the candidate on,two occasions!! 

During the T-group period~ 2 comrades were incited to physically attack 
me and I Has suspended for a l.J'eeIc for rrreasons" better left to them to explain. 

I have burdened the reader with this background information todispell 
among some comrades cLrrently popular rationalizations that~ he may be over­
sensitive or thin-skinned p or a prima donna who won't cooperate with;any one 
unless he's top dog 9 or his loss is of no consequence as he's never shown 
much insight, abilities or guts, and his gripes are as sour as his grapes, or 
he's just looking for a way out because the CIA has Panicked him. 

If anything, I'm looking for a way in - into effective organizing in 
an effective organization. 

In several internal documents I have tried to explain, warn p beg the 
organization that unless the type of insanity I have been describing was 
seriousl-r deal t H~l th - lie will not be in ~ position to recruit workers and 
mak~ cadre out of them tfhen they start knocking at our door. 

Even though tho NEG ~s generally (more often after the fact) supported 
or ldopt3d the numerous political positions I have espoused, it has never given 
me the c)nsistent political support my positions warranted. It didn't seem 
opportu~. 2. to the NEG at the time. 
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Now workers a~e beginning to knock at our door. And if the rest of the 
organizr"tion is anything like Balti,more - He are not to consolidate or develop 
them. And this is the world's greatest tragedy! 
.. On' ;~nu~ry :).1974, I'itcuod ~ 5-page_lnternal document analyzing th~. 
crap which permiates our local. If you haven't read it ask the NEC ..why. it . 
never distributed it!~l 

In that document I Gtated my intentionG of making the local nhape up or 
of Ghipping·tJne saboteurs out. 

I had assumed that the NEC was serious about putting its words into 
practice and I was ready to. carry on a faction fight to organize the· local 
to do its job. 

I anticipated,o.t the very least Jk'1.ssive support from the NEC. 
I felt confident -Lhat'myself and others could do the job if the NEC 

would only continue its policy of benign neglect. 
'I'lotas wrongi 
I had pulled 3 conrades back into the fold who were drifting away ­

three of our best comrades. 
lIe had brnught.bD.ck into the fold 3 more who had left in disgust but 

decided to give it another.chance when assured tInt we were fighting thlt·; 
very reductionism which had soalie~ted them. ' 

}L Y. sent R• Foster to run the office in Baltimore because of the incomp~;tency 
of the Palto o SoCo Foster saw us ~s disrupting smooth office procedure. His,' 
attitude toward creativity was "fuck creativity." 

T. Pappert and friend buzzed through. They refused to talk with us. 
They lectured to us. Crude too. lIe Here guilty of the crime of "organizing 
outsido of the L.C." Whatever that may beD 

! PresumablY'~le tiere to lie to non~LC that our organization had sprung 
from the hen.d of L. It1arcus p perfect in every way p and tlnt they could contribute " 
nothing to our perfection but the swearing of their alleg~ance. 

A new wave of slander p lies and rumors made their debut. 
Carol U. phoned a message from E. Spannus .that No Y0 l'1anted me 2E!: of 

B~lto. - in New York for two months. A second frantic phone c~ll was to . 
compromise - 2 weeks? 

Not knowing what ridiculous rumor had panicked them p two organizers 
and I went to N.Yo 

Carol'refusted to listen to us '('she hadn't even read my paper). But 
she had a lot to say - all opinionated,p ignoratnt crap.' 

NicJtl p Gus' read and liked my paper'but didn't want to discuss our. effort.s 
to implement'It'D That was supposedly for Lyn to do. 

Lyn t-TOuldr{''t, listen. Instead he' chose to turn our discussion into a 
public personality attack with the most degraded p sadistic baiting coming 
out of him while 6 or 8 of his know-nothing flunkies laughed and clapped 
on cue. 

He was no more willing to face up to the crisis in our local's ability 
to organize or our willingness to reverse our local IS degeneracy than had 
our SoC. 

I was so unready for that irresponsible display of stupid ego that I 
got disgusted even thinking about it. 

As it ~ias obvious there was to be nocommunication p we left. 
ThE two organizers who accompanied me had had about enough with L.C. 

by now. I continued to try to organize. 
I lad been told to stop my fund raising calls (which I was making with 

SOI.~e sucoess) and turn in all names to be divided up. I turned in about 60 
names - ~gitated for assignments for a month and was then told my list was 
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lost. After'hn.ving.carefully gone over a dozen or more of my wealthy contacts 
with J.Ascher, ssnsftftrefy detailing how to approach and cultivate theseindf..;.' 
viduals p I was to ,later find t~t these contacts were phoned in the most irrespOn-' 
sible helter'sketter fa.shion - absolu'£elyelestroying them as possible'donores{ 

I had organized a minister in the all-Black Cherry Hill sectionW'here we' 
had been ousted by another church Co Henry was to phone some deacon to0 

address the church Board for use of building and whatever else. The call was 
never made, the talk was. never held ~'! e are s till without a meeting place in0 

Cherry Hill.' ' 
I got a '$10 monthly pledge from a minister, to be picked up monthly. As 

of last month, the first 3 months of his pledge had not yet been pickcdupo 
I got another $10 pledge from a "Left" professor whom John and Art had 

previously turned off o And despite 'my report p JOhnlnterviews with him again 
and succeeds in getting him to renig on his :pledgeo 

The local refused to approach Parran Mitchell on commission support work!?l? 
After opening up 3 different bookstores to New Solidarity and Campaigner 

sales - none of them have been serviced - despite promises. 
For two years I've~beenleaving bundles of 50.-100 New Solidarity at 

a sympathetic singles bar where they aro:eagerly picked-up and read • 
.I estimate several dollars a week could easily be collected if a-'collection 

bOx" and sign were madeo Fat chance! 
Despite long-tirna asslgnments, I seem to,have been one of the few 

surviving members to have left weekly bundles at colleges,post offices, news­
stands p bars, bus ,stops and various Inner City poverty offices. 

Rich, l~ry and myseifhave often distributed back·dated· issues from door 
to door. 

Now NoS' .'just piles up .. not even to: be'ptcked up from Greyhound on schedule. 
1fJOst never leave the'office- except a.s r trash4' This apparently is how weare 
inundating the Dept.' of Sanitationwith- our_ i propaganda 0 

l/.Jhile organizipg a worker contact a't"his: f'irst meeting, a "comrade" picks 
a fight with me:.::as to ;why I dareddecl;in-e- an ~~invitation It to go on a late nite 
distribution. I-don't think this contact.has returned. 

After an irresponsible intervention at r:organ State College p where there 
had been no prior discussion as to how to respond to agent provocateurs at 
our Boraka forum there and several of our comrades pulled out num chucks and 
began using them - resulting in slanderous articles·in the college newspaper 
and a bln.ck nationalist newspapexpaninvasion of a NUURO meeting by black 
nationalists and Borakaites threatening tokil1,us if we show up again in the 
ghetto - it was unanimously agreed ;to hold another ,forum at or near i-JOrgan 
immediately • That was several months back. The rumo;r::s' of whites invading 
"our campus" and beating up black coeds still persisto ~'le~ve attempted no 
presence at Morgan to counter these lies -much less to recruit. The reason 
is obvious. Our S.C. was afraid and too cowardly to admit it. 

A lying report appeared in NoSo which makes those familiar with the events 
wonder what to believe. in NoS. I . 

Hhen I demanded an accurate account be submitted to NoS. and that I wanted 
to proofread it first, Chas H. was'assigned to do the job. As he refused to 
let me see the article before it was sent and as he kept no carbon of itt,I have 
no idea what, if anything p was sent ·1 only ~now that no mention in either0 

N.S. or in internal documents was to appear. 
New recruits are seen only as warm bodies to send out on distribution ­

ready or not ... where they will burn out in .a few months or weeks or days. 
Little effort is madetod~velop their understanding other than to order them 
to "act ll potent p i.e. put -on a show:'and macho i,t up - like the r~st of us. 
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A worker/comrade's plea that he needs time to read and think is dismissed 
with a frantic v "But you must make all these distributions because if we don't 
recruit so many more warm bodies by such and such a doadling we'll lose the game. 
There is no time to read or think. The heavens are falling. So just follow 
orders and leave the thinking to Lyn, or will Jewish Mother up JOur guilt feelings 
until you're a hunk of protoplasm. 

The final blow was when I had organized Rick and I:ary to pon an excellent 
leaflet which they were anxious to organize around e for the gas lines. And I 
submitted an equally necessary one to organize striking.teachers. And after 
R. Foster approved my leaflet and fldidn't anticipate any difficulty" in 
utilizing theirs. Both were summarily scrappedG 

Balto. City teachers had struck for several weeks. Our prospects for 
recruiting a handful and effectively influencing thousands for later recruitment 
and,hegonony ..:. were fantastic. But nothing creatively or sensitively relevant 
was to be permitted by our local. . 

The two banned leaflets are enclosed (as we had them reproduced). 
That made 3 scrapped leaflets of mine and 2 of theirs. 
They are both resigning. 
Tho 3 we had brought; back in have left·. 
RemainingconrQdes have disintegrated' into contemplating suicide~ another 

has beer running around with a gun, threatening to kill or mutilate three 
different comrades at last count. \'Thile another has ceased political activities_ 
because the organization has succeeded in making him feel so impotent that he 
could nC' longer see the sense of going through the motions. An S.C. member's 
advice to his wife was "to ShON' him no compassion If but to threat him like a 
traitor, 

Other comrades have quite left town under mysterious circumstances, have 
become jnactive, plan' to leave the country to visit old Army buddies and Christ 
knows WI'at. 

The; fOl-l remaining diehards gD through' the uninspired motions of doggedly 
carryin€~ on - business as usual - with all the effective relevancy of a 
fana tice,l Samari in the 1973 jungles of Guam or Luzon. 

FeF faces still show up but soon disappear. 
Discussion of mistakes we may have made in permitting apparently serious 

vlOrker corltacts to slip through our fingers is strictly "Verboten~n It can 
never be 01,lr fault. It is always theirs. They are "weak" - not part of the 
f1aster Vabguard like ue. . 

The more the organization fucks up '--tho less it tolerates criticism ­
the more ':its'nlembers "believe" in I\~arcus in a religious fashion. And this 
apparently includes r~rcus. 

Hhen otii' "organizing" is, hot roflected in material reality - we regress 
to religion. 

After obtaining $25.00 donations from him on two or three o.ccasions p 

with promises of much more in the near f.uture p I had organized my University 
of ~aryland Hospital clinic intern psychiatrist to join the Gommission of 
InqUiry. I had John A. phone him and as John neglected to call him a second 
time as had beeh agreed "upon p I relajted to John his O.K. p gave him his present 
adl1ress and phone number~ told him that he was soon to move to Idaho and gave 
hi:1 his new home and hospital address in Idaho. 

His endorsement was never used. 
The latest rumor being 'spread by S.C. members Charles H. and John A. is 

th...t "No one has ever heard of my shrink, he's not listed in the !tellow Pages" 
t-ri'.:,h the suggestion that I'd been brainlo1ashed by the CIA. 
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In my first :draft of this document I labeled John and Charles as liars 
and crwat'ds, but upon a subsequ-ant'-brief confrontation with John it"is clear. 
that p like ayoung child p the line between fact Clnd fantasy is so blurred·in 
his mind that much compassion: is called for. 

But these people are leading our local and our congressional candidate,": .: . 
As for democratic centralism most comrades literally don't know,its mea.ning;~.: ­

He are told that factions are not to be tolerated because of the current "emergency." 
He have centralism but few have much conception of how to change leadership 

or policy. Most assume that both are a given fact. He, are not to see internal 
struggle as healthy and necessary. But we will not be able to develop qualitatively; 
without it. lIe will not be able To Do Th~Job~ 

Those dealing from a position of powor merely slander the "disruptor" and 
demand',an unthinking support upon pain of being made. to feel like shit. 

The CIA could learn much from such "Comrades." 
How can we organize the working class to have the confidence to demonstratively 

and democraticaJ(ly organize and run tho entire, world - if we can't democratically 
organize and run oru "Vanguard" communist mov:eme:nt? 

Hhat practical good does all my organizing do if it is only to bo sabotaged 
by our S.C. or NEC? As one still semi-active comrade recently confided to me p 
"I don't dare bring a worker contact into L. C. where he will see comrades' 
running arounrl screaming like Jlk.'1.niacs." 

Ineffective- as my organizing has been in influencing local and national' 
po·__ icypI do not s.eo how my 'continUedactivity taking membership responsibility 
in NCLC'could possibly help the working class. It. is certainly disruptive to 
myL,Glf. 

So I have resigned until such time as the NCLC gives me reason to believe 
it is SETious enough: for me to organize with •. 

I0gree generally with its theory and program - although I have ~,lot of 
cr:._tici~m with its mechanistic attempts to implement it and its jargoneering 
journalJsm and exaggerated claims which are seldom analyzed after the fact. 

HhEtever happened to the 200 organizing committees we were going to have 
by the (nd of r,1arch? 

Ar( we still going to replace tho AFL-CIc by June? 
If not - why:not? 
I I:nowthere 'is no other serious l'Iarxist group~, I don't think there is 

time to build oriel' I seo little purpose·in life not being part of one, 
But I cannot in consciousness recruit workers to the sort of organization 

it has laincd mo to describe. , , 
Nor cari I see how my continuod efforts within the NCLC can ever overoome 

tho sabotage the NEC permits and encourages. 
The problem in the ,local p finally p is merely a reflection of the "same 

ponpous p frightenod p intolerant attitudo of the NEeD 
I Hill not go'along with the charade. 
If you: ever ,become sane.~ ,please, pleasei let me knOl-l.
