To me that is clear and convincing evidence that
the Steinbergs are obstrﬁcting justice in that -- a vital
function of justice in the United States District Court for
the District of Massachuset£s.

I know I considered other facts about a. previous

criminal record, which they don't have, and as I said, there

is no serious risk of flight, but I don't know any better
justification a court could have for holding a person without
bond of itself than to prove that they have engaged in and
attempted to obstruct an ongoing grand jury investigation.

As fa: as this court is concerned, this is clear
and convincing evidence that the Steinbergs should be held
without bond pending further épéearance before the United
States District Court for the District of Massachusetts, and
I so find.

The court will take a 15-minute break.
